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This week the Pentagon announced that the ban on U.S. women in combat
has been lifted. In the name of equality women can now suffer the pains of
front line conflict along with men. They can be equally tortured, raped, and
killed. It is mind numbing to hear the foolish explanations of the left wing
propagandists, such as some women are as strong as men! Even if that was
true, the rare possibility of the existence of such a woman does not excuse the
perverse idea of women on the battlefield.
