The stronger
the warnings, the more indifferent we seem to become.

When | consider that sin brings death, and that it always does, and | consider that sin always brings its
own punishment, then in a way it is right to see that our sins are already reeking havoc in our lives. We are
blind to divine perspective without the Holy Spirit. So what does God do for us in our broken human condi-
tion? He doesn't write a huge message in the sky for all to see. He doesn't make a spectacular announce-
ment for all to hear. He doesn't come in the fire or storm. Instead, He does the unthinkable. So this is
what the Sovereign Lord says: "See, | lay a stone in Zion, a tested stone, a precious cornerstone for a
sure foundation; the one who trusts will never be dismayed." (Isaiah 28:16)

A foundation speaks of a building. Building speaks of a long, steady, focused, and unrelenting action of
purpose. A purpose of a long obedience in the same direction. Day in and day out. A continual reliance on
the Solid Rock of Ages.
